Committee Reports
Health & Welfare – Patricia Solo-Josephson, M.D.
Patty invited Any from the Duval Hispanic Advisory Council to discuss their initiatives and determine if the Board could partner with them.  She went over the report that came out in June.  The council has created subcommittees and it is working on roundtables to determine what their action plan would be.  They are also reaching out to different agencies to help them with their task forces.
They meet on the 3rd Thursday of the month; the next meeting will take place on September 30th at Cuba Libre.
Once the Advisory Council determines what their needs are, they may contact the Board to determine how we may help.

Public Safety – Ricardo Bedoya
The report published in June shows that the 24% of Hispanic teens in Duval County are depressed or suicidal.  Another factor is bullying and violence against the community.

Education – Ida Gropper
A lot of the bullying occurs outside of school grounds.  The School Board has developed an anti-bullying policy.

It was discussed that a pilot bully intervention program could be put in place in a public school.  
Carmen has been attending the Achieving the Dream event meetings.  Volunteers from the board are needed to go through the applications and review them.
