Symptoms of an allergic reaction may involve the skin, the
gastrointestinal tract, the cardiovascular system and the respiratory
tract. The most severe reaction is anaphylaxis, which is life-threatening
and can impair breathing, cause a dramatic drop in blood pressure and
affect heart rate; and

According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, food
allergy reactions result in 200,000 emergency visits a year by children
under the age of 18; and
