In 2018, 20% more of the girls arrested in Florida were left with
unaddressed trauma compared to their boy counterparts; and

Since its inception, the Policy Center has served 2,700 girls and young
women, produced 25 original research reports, created 5 model
programs, and partnered with the Children’s Campaign for the
successful passage of five laws; and

her birthday with a celebratory observance of “See the Girl Day”.
