WHEREAS: This holiday, called Arbor Day, was first observed with the planting of 

more than one million trees in Nebraska and is now observed 

throughout the nation and the world; and 

WHEREAS: The City of Jacksonville will celebrate Arbor Day with the 

commencement of Greenscape of Jacksonville’s Annual Arbor Day 

Celebration and Tree Giveaway on November 12, 2022 at TIAA Bank 

Field – Lot E; and 

WHEREAS: Founded in 1975, Greenscape of Jacksonville, Inc. is a non-profit 

organization with a mission to plant, protect and promote trees; and 

WHEREAS: Greenscape is celebrating 47 years of greening Jacksonville and is 

credited with adding over 350,000 trees to our local tree canopy; and 

WHEREAS: It is the mission of the Greenscape Board of Directors, Members and 
Community Supporters to raise awareness of the importance of trees 
to a city’s beauty, livability and economic health.
