Local nonprofit Child Cancer Fund (CCF), Inc., was created in 1994 by a 
group of parents whose children were battling the disease. It provides 
emotional, practical, educational and financial support for families on this 
journey, partnering with Nemours Children's Specialty Care and Wolfson 
Children's Hospital to implement its programs and services; and 

CCF, in partnership with local radio station WOKV, hosts an annual 
radiothon fundraiser at Nemours that has raised $442,615 over the past 
three years. The fourth annual event is July 20; and
