I. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Michael Wachholz, JHRC Chair.
II. JHRC Committees
Commission Wade stated his concern was with the way the merging of the Police and Community Relations Committee and Community Dialogue Ad Hoc Committee was handled.  He was Committee Chair and no one discussed this with him prior to the merger.  He stated it was disrespectful.  In addition, he stated that both committees had an agenda it was working on.

Commissioner Wachholz apologized if Commissioner Wade felt it was disrespectful that he had not discussed this with him.  All the other Commissioners he had spoken to were in agreement with the merger.  Commissioner Wachholz asked that the two agendas be merged; possibly using sub-committees.  If it causes problems, it will be addressed.

Commissioner Michael Wachholz, Chair, stated changes were made to the committees due to the limited number of people on the Commission and the even smaller number of people on the committees who were active.  His intension was to use the Commission members effectively and better align the committees.  This was discussed with Executive Director Hill and the JHRC Executive Committee.  Regardless of the titles of the committees, the purpose and work of the committees is the decision of the committee members.

Commissioner Wade also stated there are too many staff members attending the meetings.  There are five staff members attending the Community Relations Meetings—Charlene Taylor Hill, Linda Grant-Hunter, Lisa Stafslien, Michael Wedner and Joan Dolbear.

Commissioner Wade stated he has no personal agenda except to be as effective as he can be on the Commission.
