Committee Reports
Health & Welfare – Ed Perez
Attended CRAB meeting to review their studies and make sure that the minority is well represented.  He has several prospect partners that are interested in the health of the Hispanic community, and might benefit the Health Fair efforts.  The Mayo Clinic is interested in helping during the Health Fair.
Leon suggested that maybe some of Ed’s contacts might be interested in applying for any of the vacant Board positions.

Health fair should be held in the early spring of 2011.

Action: Ed is to coordinate a community outreach with the Media, as well as present a plan on the course of action for 2011.

Public Safety – Michele De La Fuente Snow
She has been working on demographic reports to show the movement for the Hispanic population in Jacksonville. It is important to know where the community lives, where they congregate, and where the Board should focus on.
Faith Based Community – vacant
Leon has tried to make contact with Pastor Suro to determine if he is still wishes to be part of the Board.  Pastor Suro is under the impression that his term is up.  Applications should be submitted for review.
Education – Paola Parra

Paola reviewed the application, and marked some suggestions for 2011.  There are some discrepancies in the requirements for the scholarship.
Does the applicant need to be a resident from the First Coast?
For the MHAB scholarship, the applicant cannot be a High School student.
It is the Board’s goal to review the Chamber’s application, and attempt to match both applications as much as possible.
Action: Greg will review the charter to determine if the applicants to the scholarship must be a First Coast resident.

Action: Board members will review the current application and will bring suggested changes for the next Board meeting.
