Plan.
e The Murray Hill Playground and Community Club Park equipment replacements were
completed early.
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e In addition to the playground equipment being replaced at Argyle Forest Park and Crystal
Springs Park, restroom improvements have been added to these projects.

e Boone Park’s tennis complex has received a complete court renovation, which included 14
tennis courts and four new pickleball courts. Funding is available to renovate the building and
add new bathrooms, a new lobby, and a new sitting area. The renovation will begin in late
spring or early summer and should not impact programming.

¢ Ordinance 2023-0224 - Rezoning to a PUD -12250 Normandy Blvd.: The application seeks to rezone

15+/- acres of property from CCG-1 to PUD to permit 240 multi-family residential units. The CPAC
members unanimously passed the motion to oppose Ordinance 2023-0224
Connor Corrigan may be contacted at (904) 255-7844 or CCorrigan@coj.net.

Many
of the issues in the report were cleared up. The T.R.U.E Commission discussed at length the Capital
Improvement Program. Items such as how projects are selected for the CIP, how they are submitted,
and how the suggestions from the CPACs get through the process of being introduced to the Mayor’s
Office. The Commission was advised that much of what is placed on the CIP is based on the number
of issues that come through the MyJax Care System. Mr. Tyson offered to provide a copy of the
PowerPoint presentation regarding the CIP that the T.R.U.E. Commission received.
