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CONSUMER PRICE INDEX - NOVEMBER 2019

The Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) rose 0.3 percent in
November on a seasonally adjusted basis, after rising 0.4 percent in October,
the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics reported today. Over the last 12 months,
the all items index increased 2.1 percent before seasonal adjustment.

Increases in the shelter and energy indexes were major factors in the seasonally
adjusted monthly increase of the all items index. Increases in the indexes for
medical care, for recreation, and for food also contributed to the overall
increase. The gasoline index rose 1.1 percent in November and the other major
energy component indexes also increased. The food index rose 0.1 percent, with
the indexes for both food at home and food away from home increasing over the
month.

The index for all items less food and energy rose 0.2 percent in November, the
same increase as in October. Along with the indexes for shelter, for medical
care, and for recreation, the indexes for used cars and trucks and for apparel
also rose in November. The new vehicles index fell in November, as did the
index for airline fares.

The all items index increased 2.1 percent for the 12 months ending November, a
larger rise than the 1.8-percent increase for the period ending October. The
index for all items less food and energy rose 2.3 percent over the last 12
months. The food index rose 2.0 percent over the last 12 months, while the
energy index declined 0.6 percent over the last year.

City personnel may inspect the food used in the meals to determine compliance with all
specifications and to reject food not meeting said specifications and that any food
rejected for failure to meet specifications shall not be paid for by the Program.

All meals are required to be complete meals that meet or exceed 1/3 of the total daily
Dietary Reference Intakes for females age 70+ as established by the Food and Nutrition
Board of the National Academy of Science - National Research Council and as specified
in the approved menus. In addition to non-payment of food, which fails to meet
specifications, the Contractor will be charged the United States Department of
Agriculture (USDA) reimbursement rate for any meal that is incomplete ($.72). An
incomplete meal is defined as any of the following: unauthorized or inappropriate menu
changes, meals with menu items missing, meals below quality and quantity standards
specified, meals not delivered within the specified delivery time period, meals delivered
above or below recommended temperatures as specified in Section IV.8; or meals with
spoiled, inedible, or unwholesome food (as determined by Program Dietitian) items.

The Contractor and his personnel are required to be responsible for loading meals on and off said
vehicles used to transport and for placing meals inside each meal site as instructed by the
Program Dietitian or his/her designee. Delivery drivers are not to leave site until quality and/or
quantity has been verified and that all conditions have been satisfied (Food service delivery
drivers will be required to attend Food Safety Training).

The Contractor is required to supply and maintain thermostatically controlled holding units at
each site capable of holding meals at safe food temperatures (165 or above for hot foods, 41 and
below for cold foods and 0 or below for frozen foods

The Contractor is always required to provide management supervision, maintain required quality
control inspections, and report any deficiencies or violations to the Program Dietitian
immediately via telephone call and in writing.

Hot meals are required to be prepared under properly controlled temperatures and
conditions, and not more than two (2) hours prior to transporting the meals for
delivery. Frozen meals should be stored at the congregate meal sites in secured freezer units.

Contractor must maintain documentation of a regular sanitation program which meets or exceeds
the minimum requirements of State, Federal, Municipal or other agencies authorized to inspect
or accredit the Contractor's food service operation. Documentation should at minimum include
sanitation procedures used at such critical safety control points as monitoring for food
wholesomeness, equipment sanitation, personnel hygiene, and food temperature checks. Records
showing proof of Contractor's compliance must be furnished during annual monitoring by
Program Manager or his/her designee.

Contractor is required to prepare and deliver with the meals a "Food Checklist" for each site
showing the site name, date, number of meals, and each food item included in the meal. The
"Food Checklist" will serve as a receipt for meals delivered. For bulk prepared meals the
temperature of food upon delivery will also be recorded on the food checklist. After counting
the meals delivered and noting any shortages or discrepancies, the Program's representative will
sign the "Food Checklist", noting time of delivery and any discrepancies. The original and one
copy of the "Food Checklist" will be returned to the Contractor when the Contractor's
representative picks up serving equipment. One copy will be forwarded to the Program Dietitian
at the conclusion of each delivery.

Bulk prepared meals should not be delivered to the sites at a time that requires an excess of three
(3) hours holding time prior to service, unless approved by the Dietitian.

All food delivered is required to meet the following temperature specifications:

a. Hot food shall be 165 degrees Fahrenheit or above
b. Cold Food shall be 32 degrees - 41 degrees Fahrenheit.
C. Frozen foods shall be 0 degrees Fahrenheit or below

For bulk prepared meals, the Contractor is required to supply and maintain one set of serving
utensils to each site for the portioning of food to program participants as approved by the
Dietitian. These items shall include: three spoon measures 1/2 cup (two slotted, one solid), one
spoon measure 1 cup (one solid), one 4 0z. scoop (ice cream scoop style) for chopped meats and
main dish salads, one 16 oz. food scale, and forks, tongs, knives, cake cutter as needed. -
Contractor will supply and maintain a calibrated food thermometer at each site. Food
thermometers are to be probe-type, of stainless-steel construction; NSF (National Sanitation
Foundation) approved; have a re-calibration nut; Taylor brand or equivalent; capable of
measuring 0 degrees Fahrenheit to at least 220 degrees Fahrenheit. Each freezer and refrigerator
must have an internal thermometer provided by the Contractor.
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The City will provide for reasonable on-site storage of Contractor supplies and equipment
necessary for serving meals to participants.

Contractor is required to provide daily pick-up, cleaning, sanitizing and maintenance for all
larger non-disposable food service equipment (Pans, coolers, etc.). Contractor is expected to
maintain a supply of non-toxic oven cleaner at each site to clean any ovens that are used for
frozen meal preparation (to supply 1 can semi-annually at each site).

Contractor will be responsible for maintenance, disposition of and/or replacement of all property
utilized under the award within 48 hours.

Meals will be served for 252 Program days during the period January 1, 2020 through December
31, 2020. Meals shall not be served at the sites on Saturdays, Sundays or on the days the
following holidays are observed by the City:

Weekday evening (cold plate) meals are currently served at up to 5 of the 18 senior
nutrition sites. Breakfast meals are currently served three times a week at each of the
centers (current weekly average is 1350 breakfast meals). The Program Dietitian will
predetermine the menu and delivery schedule for these meals after consultation with the
Contractor.

Special holiday meals will be served in celebration of Thanksgiving, Christmas, 4™ of July
and Memorial Day. The menu for these meals will be provided by the Program Dietitian and
will not deviate substantially from original program menu. The menu shall consist of food items
consistent with the observed holiday.

The Contractor is required to submit the proposed menu to the Program Dietitian for approval at

least 30 days in prior to implementation. Menus shall be for a 4-week cycle and are to be used
for no more than a three (3) month period. Note: The Program Dietitian is to approve the

menus; a dietitian paid by the Contractor is not acceptable due to a conflict of interest. The
proposed menu should be accompanied by a complete nutrient analysis. The Program Dietitian
should receive a complimentary sample of every newly proposed menu addition.

The Contractor, or his representative(s), is required to attend Program Advisory Council
Meetings to be held up to three (3) times annually to hear participant's concerns regarding the
food service. The Contractor is required to follow recommendations of the Program Dietitian
regarding menus and make necessary adjustments in the menu to accommodate the dietary
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restrictions and preferences of Program participants. The contractor or representative must be
available to meet with the Program Dietitian once per month.

All meals are required to be complete and meet or exceed 1/3 of the daily Dietary Reference
Intakes for females, age 70+ and delivered as specified in the approved menus. Conformity to
this requirement can be assured by planning menus using the following criteria:

(a) Each meal shall contain a three-ounce cooked edible portion of meat, fish, or fowl. An
equivalent amount of meat alternates, individually or in combination, may be used no more than
twice per week for variety. Meat alternates include cooked dried beans, peas, lentils, nuts, nut
butter (peanut butter and others), or products made from those foods. Alternates for the proteins
in one ounce of cooked lean meat include: one-fourth cup cottage cheese; one-ounce cheddar
cheese, one egg; one-half cup cooked dried beans, peas or lentils (lima beans, black-eyed peas,
etc.).

*Ground beef may be used in entrees no more than twice in one week.

(b) Each meal shall contain two (2) one-half cup servings (drained volume) of
different vegetables or fruits or their juices, including:

(1) Vegetable soup or other soups may be used to fulfill one portion of the
vegetable/fruit requirement only if the soup contains at least one-half cup of
vegetables per serving of soup.

Disposable items are required to be discarded after one-time use.
