THIS ADDENﬂ@é 1o éte Implementation, License and Support Agreement is entered into effective
this _¢ day of . 2017, by and between SHOTSPOTTER, INC. (“SST"), a Delaware
corporation whose address is 7979 Gateway Boulevard, Suite 210, Newark, California 94560, and the CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE, a Florida municipal corporation, for and on behalf of the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office

(hereinafter the “City” or the “Customer™), whose business address is 117 West Duval Street, Suite 400,
Jacksonville, Florida, 32202, for the Shotspotter Flex System (the “Solution™).

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, the City and SST (collectively the “Parties™) desire to enter into an Implementation,
License and Support Agreement, as amended by this Addendum (collectively, the “Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, there are certain contractual provisions required by state and local laws that are required
in contracts to which the City is a party and additional revisions the Parties agree to make to the Agreement
through this Addendum;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Agreement and of the mutual covenants hereinafter
contained and for other good and valuable consideration, the Parties agree as follows:

1. Recitals. The above-stated recitals are accurate, true, and correct and, by this reference,
are made a part hereof and are incorporated herein.

2, Addendum Part of Agreement. This Addendum shall be a part of the Agreement and
incorporated therein and together shall be binding upon the Parties. The signature pages to this Addendum
constitutes the signature pages to the Agreement.

3. Termination. Section 2.C of the Agreement is deleted in its entirety and replaced by the
following:

This Agreement shall continue and remain in full force and effect as to all of its terms, conditions, and
provisions as set forth herein until and unless either party shall give written notice to the other party of
its desire to terminate this Agreement, with or without cause, on a specified time and date thereafter.
Such written notice to terminate this Agreement shall be given no less than thirty (30) days prior to the
date this Agreement shall be so terminated. In the event that funds become unavailable to the City for
any reason whatsoever, City may terminate the Agreement upon five (5) days’ notice. In the event of
any termination, SST shall be paid by the City for all services actually, timely, and faithfully rendered
up to receipt of the notice of termination, and thereafter until the date of termination, SST shall be paid
only for such services as are specifically authorized in writing by the City.

4, Suspension of Solution. City may in its sole discretion suspend any and all activities under
this Agreement for any failure in 8ST's performance of the work or any event or circumstances which City
determines to be contrary to the best interests of the City by providing a written notice to SST at least five (5)
days in advance that outlines the particulars of suspension. Within ninety (90) days of providing such notice or





within any longer period agreed to by SST, City shall either (1) authorize the resumption of work, at which time
activity shall resume, or (2) terminate the Agreement in accordance with the applicable termination provisions.
The parties will reasonably amend any schedules relating to performance of the Solution to reflect the
suspension of work hereunder. SST shall not be entitled to receive compensation for any work it performs after
being excused from providing it hereunder.

5. Term and Commencement. Section 5.A of the Agreement is deleted in its entirety, to be
replaced by the following:

The initial term of this Agreement shall become effective as of the Effective Date and shall continue
and remain in full force and effect as to ali its terms, conditions, and provisions as set forth herein for
one (1) year from Service Activation, as defined in Exhibit D, unless sooner terminated by either party,
with or without cause, by giving of not less than thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to the other party
to this Agreement,

6. Renewal. Section 5.B of the Agreement is deleted in its entirety and replaced by the following:

This Agreement may be renewed for four (4) one (1) year periods upon satisfactory performance of
SST in the sole discretion of City through a written amendment signed by both parties upon provisions,
terms, and conditions mutually acceptable to the Parties.

7. Payment. Section 8.A of the Services Agreement is deleted in its entirety, to be replaced by
the following:

Notwithstanding any conflicting provisions of the Agreement, City’s payment obligations shall be
as follows:

20% of the Installation, Service Initiation, Setup and GO Program fees (322,000.00) upon
completion of Site Survey.

SST and its subcontractors shall maintain all books,
documents, papers, accounting records, and other evidence pertaining to costs incurred in the performance
of the Solution and shall make such materials available at all reasonable times for inspection and/or audit
by City during the period of this Agreement and for three (3) years from the date of final payment under
this Agreement. All such documents relating to the services performed or money expended under this





Agreement shall be open to City’s inspection and audit during S8T's regular business hours at S8T's
corporate headquarters..

9. Public Records Law; Process For Protecting Trade Secrets and Other Information. Section
I'1 of the Agreement is deleted in its entirety, to be replaced by the following:

Article 1, Section 24, Florida Constitution, guarantees every person access to all public records,
and Section 119.011, Florida Statutes, provides a broad definition of public records. As such, the
terms of this Agreement are public records unless exempt by law. If S8T considers any portion of
the Agreement to be exempt from disclosure under Florida law, SST must provide City with a
separate redacted copy of the Agreement and briefly describe in writing the grounds for claiming
exemption from the public records law, including the specific statutory citation, SST shall be
responsible for defending its determination that the redacted portions of the Agreement are
confidential, trade secret, or otherwise not subject to disclosure. Further, SST shall protect,
defend, and indemnify City for any and all claims arising from or relating to SST's determination
that the redacted portions of the Agreement are confidential, trade secret, or otherwise not subject
to disclosure. If SST fails to submit a Redacted Copy of the information claimed to be
confidential, City is authorized to produce the Agreement terms in answer to a public records
request.

10 Notice. Section 12 of the Agreement is deleted in its entirety, to be replaced by the
following:

If City or SST shall be delayed in, hindered in, or prevented from the performance of any act
required hereunder (other than performance requiring the payment of a sum of money) by reason
of strikes, lockouts, labor troubles, inability to procure materials, failure of power, restrictive
governmental laws, regulations, or actions, riots, insurrection, the act, failure to act, or default of
the other party, war, or other reason beyond such party’s reasonable control (excluding the
unavailability of funds or financing), then the performance of such act shall be excused for the
period of the delay and the period for the performance of any such act as required herein shall be
extended for 4 period equivalent (o the period of such delay.

19, Assignment. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the Agreement, and except as
might occur through a corporate acquisition or merger, SST shall not transfer, pledge, assign, or convey its
interest in the Agreement or any part hereof without the City’s prior written consent, it being understood
that this Agreement is personal to SST. Assigament or transfer by SST of this Agreement or any part
hereof in violation of this section will result in immediate termination of the Agreement without liability of
the City.

20. Insurance. SST shall procure and maintain, at its sole cost and expense during the term of the
Agreement, insurance of the types and in the amounts set forth in Exhibit B.1, attached hereto and incorporated
herein by this reference.

21. Independent Contractor. Each party shall perform services hereunder only as an independent
coniractor and nothing herein contained shall be construed to be inconsistent with that relationship or status.
This Agreement shall not constitute, create, or in any way be interpreted as a joint venture, partnership, or
formal business organization of any kind ameng any of the Parties.

22. Counterpart: This Agreement may be executed in counterpart and electronic signature, the
counterpart and electronic signatures of which when taken together shall be deemed to constitute an entire and
original Agreement.

23. Public Records. In accordance with Section 119.0701, Florida Statutes, SST shall:

{a) Keep and maintain public records required by City to perform the services; and

(b Upon request from City’s custodian of public records, provide City with a copy of
the requested records or allow records to be inspected or copied within a reasonable time at a cost

that does not exceed the cost provided for in Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, or as otherwise
provided by law; and





(©) Ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public
records disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as authorized by law for the duration of
the Agreement term and following completion of this Agreement if SST does not transfer the
records to City; and

{d) Upon completion of this Agreement, transfer to City at no cost all public records
in possession of SST or keep and maintain public records required by City to perform the services,
If SST transfers all public records to City upon completion of this Agreement, SST shall destroy
any duplicate public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records
disclosure requirements. If 8ST keeps and maintains public records upon completion of this
Agreement, SST shall meet all applicable requirements for retaining public records. All records
stored electronically must be provided to City upon request from City's custodian of public
records in a format that is compatible with City’s information technology systems,
