30.1 SCOPE

With the Technical Proposal (60% Design), Auld and White shall provide the Guaranteed
Maximum Price ("The GMP"} and the Guaranteed Completion Date ("The GCD"). No more than
one week after receiving the Technical Proposal (TP), the GMP & the GMC from Auld & White,

the City shall commence negotiations to reach an agreement on terms of the GMP & GCD for
the 100% design, permitting and construction of the New Fire Station # 73.

A DCP amendment for the design of the construction plans and for the construction completion
- of the proposed Fire Station No. 73 may be issued at the City's initiative or at the request of the

Design Build Firm, upon the approval by the Fire & Rescue Department, if the amendment is in
the best interest of the City. :

The Design Criteria Professional (Maria Williams, P.E.) may amend the provisions of the Design
Criteria Package after it has been released to the Design Build Firm, but before the expiration of
the 21-day period designated for submittal of the Fee Proposal.

PROCEDURES FOR THE ADOPTION OF ANOTHER’'S WORK:

The plans and specifications for the New Fire Station # 62 described in Appendix “1” and “2”
respectively, had been prepared by Auld & White and its Engineering Consultants, The City is
the Sole Owner of these design documents. Therefore, the City has the right to utilize these
plans for the preparation of contract documents for the New Fire Stations # 73. HMowever, each
Designer of Record preparing the contract documents for Auld & White shall comply with the
applicable provisions of the Florida Administrative Code pertaining to a successor architect /
landscape architect / engineer adopting as his / her own the work of another architect /
landscape architect / engineer as follows: (1) Chapter 61G1-18 for Architects; (2) Chapter
61G10-15.004 for Landscape Architects; and (3) Chapter 61G15-27 for Engineers.

COST DISCOUNT FOR UTILIZING PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS FROM FIRE STATION
No. 62 IN THE PREPARATION OF CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT DOCUMENTS FOR THE
NEW FIRE STATION #73:

Auld and White shall provide the City with an appropriate cost discount for utilizing in the design,
permitting & construction of the New Fire Station # 73 the prototype plans and specifications
already prepared by Auld & White for the Fire Station # 62.

SCOPE OF WORK:

The DB firm shall deliver the 60% design plans of the New Fire Station # 73, based on the DCP
and the plans and specifications prepared for the New Fire Station # 62 by Auld and White
Company as incorporated in Appendix “1" As-Built Plans, and Appendix “2" Specs. The 60%
plans shall include all the information needed for the first DMG and Permit review submittals,
The work consists of a new fire station with a bunk room, bathrooms, locker rooms, storage
rooms, dining room, kitchen, day room. chief room with bathroom, utilities, laundry room, linen
closet, janitorial area, review counseling room, med storage, 4 bay apparatus bay, covered
entry, covered patio, fithess room, bunker gear room, storage, utility shed, dumpster enclosure,
emergency generator, sidewalks, parking with striping, fence, signage, flagpole, bike hitch, LP
gas tank and concrete pad, project sign, driveways, landscape, drainage, stormwater pond,
indoor and outdoor electrical work, mechanical, fire protection, fire alarm, telecommunication,
plumbing and all other work required to complete the work in accordance with the DCP.

The Design Build Firm shall be responsible to comply with the changes and modifications to the
2014 Florida Building Code and Supplement. The following site elements shall be designed,
permitted and constructed in accordance with site development conditions in compliance with
applicable design criteria, standards, codes and specifications promulgated by but not limited to
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the following: the City, the State of Florida, ACl, ANSI, ASCE, ASTM, AWPA, EPA, FDEP,
NFPA, OSHA, UL, NEC, NEMA;

. Fire Station Building: The fire station building for the New Fire Station # 73 shall have four (4)
bays in the Apparatus Bay with a minimum finish floor elevation based on the existing
groundwater conditions as well as providing minimum 6" vertical distance from the finish floor
elevation to the finish grade at the exterior walls and minimum 5% slope of ground immediately
adjacent to the building foundation for a minimum distance of 10 feet away from the building.
The Finish Floor Elevation (FFE) shall be 84. The fire station building shall be consiructed using
reinforced concrete (foundation, slab-on-grade, beams) and standard spiit face reinforced CMU
{walls}. The vehicular live loads in the Apparatus Bay shall be AASHTO H20-44 and HS20-44,
Wind loads shall be no less than those associated with the FBC Edition 5 for Risk Category IV
and shown in the City infrastructure as one hundred thirty (135) mph - 3 sec peak gust wind
velocity (see Appendix “J"). Roof shall be constructed of pre-engineered wood trusses and
roofing system as specified for the prototype. All CMU walls shall be water resistant Grace Dry-
block System,

. Recent Modifications to the Fire Station Building Design: Although the design of the New
Fire Station # 73 is based on a prototypical design of the recently constructed New Fire Station
# 62, the Design Build Firm shall include in the plans and specifications the most recent
conceptual design, Sheet No. A101, Exhibit “A". The Design Build Firm may propose minor
changes to the floor plan and any changes to materials and systems shown in Exhibit “A” if the
proposed materials and systems are equal or betler to those specified in Appendix “1” Fire
Station No, 62-Specs and offer tangible benefits to the City. The Design Build Firm shall submit
to the City requests for approval of equal or better materials and systems at least 10-days
before the deadline for submitting the Technical Proposal. The procedure for submitting these
requests shall be substantially the same as Section 20.16 Substitutions of Appendix "3"
(Division iil, Section 20 - General Conditions, City Standard Contract Documents).

. Apparatus Bay: The Apparatus Bay shall have four 17'-4” bays with 14'x14’ overhead door
openings. The slab-on-grade minimum requirements are: 10" thick and #5 @ 8” reinforcement
each way minimum. A vapor barrier shall be 15" mil. Stego, &or all architectural, structural and
finish details as well as technical requirements perfgining to mechanical, electrical,
telecommunication, plumbing and fire protection systems in the Apparatus Bay see Appendix
*1” and appendix “2" unless modified and / or supplemented by the DCP,

. Drainage and Stormwater Management System: The New Fire Station # 73 shall have
appropriate stormwater management system maodificalions to comply with the soil and
groundwater conditions at the proposed location. The stormwater pond shall be designed,
permitted and constructed in compliance with the City Land Development Manual and
regulations promulgated by the St Johns River Water Management District.  Also, since the
proposed Fire Station and the EOC buildings are critical facilities, compliance with FEMA
publication 543, Design Guide for improving critical facility safety from flooding and high winds
shall be considered. The GMP submittal format includes an additive alternate for the
construction of pond bank retaining walls.

. Project Site: The Design Build Firm shall utilize the preliminary site plan concept depicted in
Exhibit “C" (Auld and White conceptual layout). All other functional elements of the project site
shall be consistent with the Fire Station # 62 project.

Pavement — Driveways — Parking: The Design Build Firm shall provide convenient exit and
return access to the fire station building by fire and rescue apparatus. The fire station building

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shall have a minimum 40-foot long and 8" thick reinforced concrete approach slab spanning the
entire width of the Apparatus Bay in the front and in the rear of the fire station building. There
shall be an expansion joint between the concrete approach slab and the fire station building with
" x 18" dowels spaced at 18" O.C. and a silicon sealant seal constructed as required by ACH.
The approach slab shall be reinforced with one layer of #5 @ 12" O.C. EW minimum. All
concrete pavements shall be f. =4,000 psi Portland cement concrete meeting the requirements
of the City Standard Specification Section 130. Other driveways and parking areas shall have
asphalt pavement as specified for the Fire Station # 62.

All driveways and parking areas shall have curbing (curb and gutter). Turning radii for driveways
are minimum 30°. The emergency exit for fire trucks on right turns shall be 35 minimum.
Pavement shall be designed and constructed as subjected to AASHTO H20-44 and HS20-44
vehicular live loading.

All driveway and parking concrete pavement shall be placed on 8" crush-crete base. No
limerock shall be allowed. Airman Drive needs to be widened to 24, A black base {asphalt) shall
be used for the widening areas. Mill and resurface the existing pavement.

The visitor parking shall consist of two regular and one HC parking space. It shall meet the ADA
accessibility requirements (2% maximum slope both ways) and include required striping wheel
stops and signs.

The employee parking lot shall include 32 regular parking spaces; a bicycle hitch; a 3'x6’
outdoor mop basin (wash basin with a 3" floor drain) adjacent to the Apparatus Bay and with an
extended roof cover, an oil-water interceptor for the Apparatus Bay floor drains, a grease trap
for the kitchen waste, pavement markings, and traffic signs.

. Sidewalks: 6-foot wide and 5" thick plain concrete f, =3,000 psi sidewalks are required. It is
required the main public entrance to the fire station building to be accessible via a sidewalk from
the public right of way (public sidewalks). The Design Build Firm shall coordinate this issue as
necessary with FAA, Expansion and control joints shall be provided as recommended by AC!.
Sidewalks shall meet the ADA accessibility requirements. Sidewalk intersections shall have a 5'
radii.

. Building Address Number: 5845 Aviation Avenue — 8” high vinyl white address numbers shall
be attached to the exterior face of store front glazing of the fire station building public entrance,
lobby 100 at the top of glazing.

Trash Enclosure: A free standing on-site trash enclose meeting the requirements of the Zoning
Code shall be provided in the vicinity of the employee parking lot. Construction shall be
reinforced concrete, reinforced CMU walls with concrete cap, wooden gate on a hot-dip
galvanized steel frame, and two 8" Standard steel pipe bollards filled with concrete, painted “fire
engine red”.

Flagpole. A 30-foot flagpole with a 5'x8' U.S. flag shall be. provided. The flagpole shall be
designed for 135 mph wind, 3 second wind gust.

. Bike Hitch. A Dero bike hitch in-ground meunted (2-bike hitch) shall be provided in the
proximity to the visitor's parking.
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Front Wall letters: A wall sign is not required. llluminated 10" high dimensional letters sign
reading, “Fire & Rescue Department Station # 73" with the Fire & Rescue Department’'s 32"
Logo Plague equal to A.R.K. Ramos shall be provided. See Exhibit “C” for an illustration of the
lefters installed on Fire Station No. 62. Final color of the letters to be selected by the Fire &
Rescue Department.

. LP Gas Tank & Concrete Pad: The Fire & Rescue Department uses LP (Propane) Gas for
water heaters, cooking stove, BBQ grill, and Apparatus Bay space heaters. The City has an
agreement with AmeriGas for the LP gas service. Per the agreement, AmeriGas does not
charge tank rent to the city, and they don’t charge the city to install the tank and gas line to the
building. See exhibit "D" for additional information.

The Design Build Firm shall request from and coordinate with and pay AmeriGas for the
following LP gas services:

(1) Instaliation of a 500 Gallon LP gas tank.

(2) Two Regulators and

(3) An initial LP gas tank fill. The price per gallon is currently $3.03.

Piease contact AmeriGas for coordination and installation requirements.

The LP gas tank shall be placed above ground on a 6" reinforced concrete pad (#4 @ 12" 0.C.,
fc=3,000 psi) adequate to the size of the LP Gas tank, with sleeves for piping and fire alarm
shut-off valve control wires, and it shall be properly anchored to withstand wind load generated
by 135 mph {3-second gust wind).

The aboveground LP gas tank shall be protected with 2-guard posts. The LP gas tank shall
have a 24V/AC Solenoid Valve supervised by the fire alarm system.

. Emergency Power Generator: A 100 KW emergency power generator shall be provided. The
emergency generator shall meet the following requirements: (1} Tradewinds Power Corp. 100
KW Standby Diesel Engine Generator with electronic isochronous governor, 0.25% regulation;
(2) “E” control panel; 20 lamp remote enunciator panel, surface mount; (3) 500 gallon double
wall, sub-base, fuel tank; (4) 600 Amp automatic fransfer switch; (5) 4 hour resistive load bank,
per NFPA 110 requirements; (8) 5 year comprehensive warranty, (7) 2 sets of operators
manuals; (8) vibration insulators; and (8) emergency light. The Design Build Firm shall be
responsible for the design and complete installation of the emergency generator system
including its housing. The emergency generator, shall be designed to withstand the 135 mph (3
second gust wind gust).

. Traffic Signs and Pavement Marking. The Design Builder shall provide traffic signs and
pavemnent marking as it may be required at each Project Site. In addition, “Do Not Enter” signs
shall be installed at the emergency access driveway and the City right-of-way.

. Utilities. The Design Build Firm shall be required to coordinate and secure approvals from the
public utility companies and pay all required connection and permit / approval fees as required
by the said public utility companies. See design ticket in Exhibit "E”.

1. Water Service: The Design Build Firm shall provide domestic, fire, and landscape
irrigation water service and pay all development and permit / approval fees as required
by JEA. The landscape irrigation shall have a separate water meter and it shall have an
additional 2.5” PVC piping for the 2.5" Fire Hose Bib w/ 3.5'x3.5'x0.5’ concrete pad.
There is an existing 168" water pipe on the east side Aviation Avenue fronting the
property. Also, there is an existing 6" in Cl water on the south side of Airman Drive (See
JEA availability letter and GIS infrastructure in Exhibit *F).
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2 Sanitary Sewer Service: The Design Build Firm shall provide sanitary sewer service
adequate for twelve (12) firefighters per shift and the number of fixtures required for the
fire station. There is an existing 10" gravity sewer line in Aviation Avenue fronting the
property. Also, there is a 6" gravily sewer line continuing from an 8" sewer line on the
south side of Airman Drive (See Exhibit “F").

3. Telephone and Comcast Services: The Design Build Firm shall obtain a T-1 Service
from AT&T. In addition, a cable TV service from Comcast is required. Refer to Section 2.
In addition, the Design Build Firm shall make provisions for accepting future fiber optic
cables by installing an appropriate three (3) — 3" Schedule 40 PVC conduits from the
JAA right-of-way to the telecommunication room in the fire station building. Contact
Comcast at 545-3665 to arrange these services (Comcast may be free of charge due to
a settlement agreement with the Cily).

4. Electrical and telecommunication: The New Fire Station # 73 shall comply with the
electrical and telecommunications shown in the Plans & Specifications for the New Fire
Station # 62 (Appendix “1” and "2"). The Design Build Firm will be required to secure a
600 amp. electric power service through the installation of a ground mounted
transformer with the secondary pull box issued by JEA and installed by Auld & White.

5. Electrical Site Lighting: Provide site illumination similar to what has been shown and

~ specified for Fire Station # 62. The site illumination shall include flood lights for a
flagpole and wall sign. The site illumination shall be conirolled by photocells and manual
switches provided in the Dispatch Room of the fire Station building as applicable.

6. Apparatus Bay Lighting: Provide similar exterior apparatus bay door lighting as Fire
Station # 62. Provide interior commercial LED-illuminated safety kits at each side of the
apparatus bay doors as shown on Exhibit “G” or approved As-Equal.

. Hot Water Heating System: Standard hot water heating system based on the A.O. Smith
Cyclone LP Gas hot water heating systems specified for Fire Station No. 62 (Appendix *1 and
Appendix “2").

Fire Hydrants: Three Fire Hydrants on Aviation Avenue and another Fire Hydrant on Airman
drive. The Fire Hydrant flow test application and documentation is included in Exhibit H. The
Fire Hydrant flow test results will be provided to Auld & White as soon as JEA submits it {o the
City.

. Mechanical, fire protection, fire alarm, plumbing and other building systems: The New
Fire Station # 73 shall be fully equipped in mechanical, fire protection, fire alarm, plumbing and
other building systems to the same exient required in the Plans & Specifications for the New
Fire Station # 62 (Appendix “1” and “2"), unless otherwise specifically modified in this Design
Criteria Package. Exterior components of building system shall be designed to withstand 135
mph, 3 second wind gust.

Living Quarters and Bunker Gear Room: See modifications on Exhibit “A”. All other details
of the living quarters, the bunker gear, the storage room, and the cabinets see Fire Station # 62
drawings (Appendix “17).

. Fences and Gates: The property is located in PBF-1 Zoning District. There are no limitations
for a fence. An 8-foot chain link fence, galvanized, with black vinyl coating and a two-leaf
vehicular entrance automatic cantilever sliding 24-foot gate are required for the employee
parking area. This fence shall be tied to the fire station building in substantially the same fashion
as it has been shown in Fire station # 62. Provide a concrete pad / trough under the roller spans
of the cantilever gate leaves to prevent soil or water build up and allow grass mowing. The gate
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shall have key pad controls for personal cars and fire trucks and a remote control for fire frucks
as well as a push bution in the Dispatch Room.

ZONING:

The property follows the PBF-1 Zoning District Standards. The set backs are:

BUDGET:

A Jacksonville Aviation Authority (JAA) and Florida Department of Transporiation grant in the
amount of $1,631,513.00 and $2,150,000.00 of the City funds approprigted in the CIP, were
amended and enacted to Ordinance 2017-400-E for the Fire Station No. 73 and Fire Station No.
56 projects, Of the $3,781,513 appropriated from B.T. 17-075, $350,000.00 will remain in the
Fire Station 56 project for needed repairs, so that Fire Station 56 can remain open and
operational. Also we need to deduct approximately 12% for the Construction Engineering and
Inspection Company, $12,000 for the survey, $7,000 for the geotechnical, 8% contingency &
Fire Station interior items, and $30,000 for the City to oversee the project, Therefore, the
current maximum available budget is $2,818,760.

PERMITS:

If after the 60% submittal, the DCP amendment for the design of the construction plans and for
the construction completion of the proposed Fire Station No. 73 is issued, Auld and White will
be responsible for all required permits. The Design Build Firm shall secure driveway permits
and coordinate through the City's Project Manager the final design and location of proposed
driveways:

The Design Build Firm shall apply on behalf of the City, pay required application and permit fees
and secure all approvals and permits from the City and the State regulatory agencies as
required by law. Specifically, permits and approvals are required, from but not limited to, the St
Johns River Water Management District, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection /
the City Environment Resources Management Department, JEA, AT&T, Comcast, the City ~
Development Management Group, the Building Inspection Division and any others as may be
required for this project. '

In addition, the Design Build Firm shall coordinate with all applicable utility companies as
required and pay all applicable fees.

The Design Build Firm shall provide the Engineer the review and approval of all plans and
specifications at 60%, 90% and 100% project development phases. The Engineer may, at the
request of the Design Build Firm waive the requirement for 90% Submittal Review if it is
determined to be in the best interest of the City. For the purpose of the foregoing reviews and
approvals, the Design Build Firm shall provide the Engineer with 5 sels of drawings,
specifications and engineering calculations.
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The Design Build Firm shall provide the Engineer with five (5) sets of final plans, specifications
and engineering calculations prior to the Preconstruction Conference and the issuance of the
Notice to Proceed. In addition, at the same time the Design Build Firm shall provide the
Engineer with two (2} copies of CDs with the electronic version of all contract documents
(drawings, specifications, engineering calculations, permits and approvals).

MATERIALS:

The City has stockpile soil areas at the Cecil Commerce Center (Lake Frettwell
excavation) that can be used as fill dirt by Auld and White free of charge. The distance
from the stockpile area to Fire station No. 73 is less than 2 miles. The location and the
geotechnical exploration reports are included in Exhibit *1". The GMP shall include both prices,
with and without using this fill material.

All building materials shall match the materials approved for Fire Station No. 62.
SIGN FOR THE DURATION OF THE PROJECT ONLY:

The Design Build Firm shall provide one on-site construction sign for the project. A construction
sign shown in Section 20 (Appendix “C", DCP) shall be 4'x4’ instead of 4'x8' and it shall have
two 2"x4" brace posts instead of three brace posts. All wood and plywood shall be pressure
treated for in ground and weather exposure as applicable. The face of the required construction
sign shall be as shown in Exhibit “K” hereby incorporated in the DCP.

SOIL CONDITIONS — GEOTECHNICAL EXPLORATION REPORT:

The City will provide the Geotechnical exploration consisting of three (3) SPT borings B-1, B-2,
and B-3 drilled to the depth of 40 feet sach below the existing ground surface within the footprint
of the proposed fire station building six (6) auger borings within the proposed pavement area
and four (4) borings in the pond area (see Exhibit “L"). This information will be provided to Auld
& White as soon as we receive it from the Geotechnical Company. An additional geotechnical
testing and analysis requested by Auld and White was added to the Geotechnical Company
request for proposal.

ENVIRONMENTAL SITE ASSESSMENT:

The Fire Station # 73 site is currently vacant. The City's Environmental Programs Manager
reviewed the Fire Station No. 73 proposed site and does not have any concerns with the site
(see Exhibit “M"). The Design Build Firm may request testing and / or environmental
investigation before providing the City the GMP if deemed necessary.

TOPOGRAPHICAL SURVEY MAP:
The City will provide the Topographical and Tree Survey Map with the contract amendment.
This survey will be an integral part of the Design Criteria Package (‘the DCP"). The

Topographical survey was requested (See exhibit “N") and the information will be provided to
Auld and White as soon as we receive it from the Surveyors Company.

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COMPLETION AND DEDICATION OF IMPROVEMENTS WITHIN NEW FIRE STATION #73'S
PROPERTY LINE:

Auld and White will construct all improvements included in the GMP and dedicate them to the
City and public utility companies before completion of construction of the New Fire Station # 73.

FLOODPLAIN CONDITIONS:
The property is not in the Flood Zone.
CONTROL OF THE WORK AND OF MATERIALS:

Provisions of Division Ill, Section 20, Subsection 20.28 — General Conditions, Tesis and
Inspections, City Standard Contract Documents (Appendix “3") are fully applicable to this
Project.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT:

Provisions of Division I, Section 20, Subsection 20.39 (Appendix “3") -~ General Conditions,
Progress Payments, City Standard Contract Documents shall be applicable in establishing
provisions of the Contract for measuring work progress and making progress payments to Auid
& White.

COMPLIANCE WITH CHAPTER 327, ORDINANCE CODE, CITY OF JACKSONVILLE,
FLORIDA SUSTAINABLE BUILDING PROGRAM:

The Design Build Firm shall implement the provisions of Ordinance 2009-21 1-E as they relate to
meeting and obtaining the sustainable building certification based on one of the recognized
sustainable building certification systems such as U.S. Green Building Council's LEED Rating
System, GBI'S Green Globe, or the Florida Green Building Coalition. The Design Build Firm
shall select the least expensive certification system, which satisfies the requirements of
Ordinance 2008-122-E. A copy of the Ordinance 2009-211-E is incorporated herewith as Exhibit
Q.

GMP SUBMITTAL FORMAT:

Auld and White shall submit to the City (with the 80% design plans), paper & electronic copies
of the GMP in the Excel spreadshest format as shown in Exhibit "P" hereby incorporated into
the DCP.

AS-BUILT PLANS:

The text of Section 20.62 “As-built” Drawings in Section 20, General Conditions shall be
madified as follows:

20.62.5 The Design-Builder shall maintain, on a daily basis, a complete set of plans with “as-
built” information noted in red ink. This “as-built” information shall include, but shall not
be limited to: the location of all utilities installed and/or encountered all changes in
design andfor layout of the project, all dimensional changes, and all changes in
equipment and/or materials. This set of drawings shall be maintained on the job site
and shall be available for review by the City. The Contractor shall transfer the “as-built”
information contained in the drawings to a permanent record set of “as-built” drawings.
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The permanent record set of “as-buill” drawings shall become the property of the CITY
prior to final payment and after the review and acceptance by the ENGINEER.

In addition, the Design-Builder shall provide the City with the electronic version
(AutoCAD) of all As-Built plans on a CD. The AutoCAD files shall comply with the
following requirements: (1) All drawings shall be 100% AuteCAD files, 2011 Version or
newer; (2) Use standard layer system; (3) All AutoCAD files shall be transferred 1o CD

including all the references (4) Use standard AutoCAD fonts/text files only, no third
parly application.

Soil Conditions
The results of our field investigation indicates that the two stockpiles generally consist of suitable soils
with the majority being fine sands (A-3 ASHTO Soil Classification) and silty sands (A-2-4) with trace

of roots and tree limbs,

Small Lumps of plastic clayey (A-2-6) soils were randomly encountered in certain test pits, but not
predominant. An isolated layer of sandy clay (A-6) was encountered in one test pit. Isolated roots and
tree limbs were generally encountered throughout the project at both stockpiles. In certain areas these
suitable stockpile soils were generally underlain by unsuitable soils consisting of topsoils or organic

(A-8) soils until the test pit termination depths.

Based on our findings, the majority of the explored stockpiled soils generally consist of suitable fine
sands and slightly silty sands (A-3) and silty sands (A-2-4) which are considered as sclect soils.
However it is cautioned that small lumps of plastic clayey (A-2-6) soils and sandy clays (A-6) were
randomly encountered in certain areas, but not predominant. Isolated roots and tree limbs were

gonerally encountered throughout the project at both stockpiles.

Fine sands and slightly silty sands classified as A-3 are considered as sclect material, Silty sands (A-2-
4}, is select material, however, it may retain excess moisture and may be difficult to dry and compact.
Clayey sands (A-2-6) and sandy clays (A-6), if encouniered during borrow activities, should be
regarded as plastic materals. Organic material (A-8) is regarded as muck which is considered

unsuitable for construction.

We recommend that certain guality control measures be implemented in order to enable the earthwork
contractor to efficiently use the select material from the stockpiles site. We recommend that unsuitable
soils, large roots and tree limbs should be separated from the stockpile soils, such that the excavated

material from the stockpiles can be used for structural backfill purposes.

PROJECT INFORMATION

The project site is located west of the existing lake Fretwell south of Lake Newman Street in Jacksonville,
Florida. The general site location is presented on Pigure 1, attached.

The topography of the site is currently relatively level to gently sloping to the east toward the existing lake, The
site is cleared with grass cover. Lake Fretwell is located to the gast and wooded areas surround the site from
the west.

You provided site information through our discussions. We were provided with an aerial photo showing the
expansion area and the requested boring locations. Based on the provided information we understand the
existing lake will be expanded,

FIELD EXPLORATION

A field exploration was performed on October 15, 2010 A copy of the acrial photo which shows the
approximate boring locations is attached as Figure 2. The boring locations were determined in the field using
our handheld Globat Positioning System {GI'S) receiver and should be considered accurate only to the degree
implied by the method of measurement used, A summary of the Geld procedures, discussed below, is attached.

S

Five (5} Standard Penetration Test (SPT) bosings were drilled 1o depths of approximmately 25 feet below the
existing ground surface 1o explore the subsurface conditions within proposed pond expansion area. The
borings were performed in general accordance with the mwethodology oudined in ASTM D 1386,
Representative soil samples were recovered from the borings and returned fo our laboratory for classification
and testing.
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LABORATORY TESTING

Representative soil samples obtained from the borings were visually classified by a geotechnical engineer using
the Unified Soil Classification System in general accordance with ASTM D 2488, A summary of the soil
classification system is attnched. Guantitative laboratory testing was performed on selected samples of the
s0ils encountered during the field exploration to better define the composition of the soils. The laboratory
testing determined the percent {ines, organic and natural moisture comntents, and Atterberg limits of selected soil
samples. The results of the laboratory testing are shown i the Summary of Laboratory Test Results {attached).
Also, these results are shown on the Generalized Subsurface Profiles on Figure 3. A summary of the
laboratory test procedures is attached.

GENERAL SUBSURFACE CONDITIONS

Graphiical presentation of the generalized subsurface conditions is presented on Figure 3. When reviewing
these records, it should be understood that the soil conditions could vary between the boring locations.
Generally, the borings encountered a surficial layer of topsoil, approximately 0.5 feet thick, underlain by
varying layers of fine sand (8P), fine sand with silt (SP-SM), fine sand with clay (SP-SC), silty fine sand (SM),
and clayey fine sand (SC) extending to the boring termination depths of 25 feet below the existing ground
surface. As exceptions, Boring B4 encountered a layer of silty fine sand with many wood fragments {(PT)
extending from the ground surface to approximately 2.5 [eet below the existing ground surface. The relative
density of the sands encountered at the bering locations ranged from very loose to very dense.

Groundwater was encountered and measured at the boring locations at depths ranging from approximately 4.7
and 11.5 feet below the existing ground surface at the time of our field exploration. It should be anticipated the
groundwater level will fluctuate due 1o seasonal climatic variations, surface water runofY patterns, construction
operations, and other interrelated faciors. The depth to the groundwater kevel at each boring location is noted
on the Generalized Subsurface Profiles and on the Log of Boring records.

BORROW SUITABILITY

As mentionied earlier, the soils retrieved from the borings were evaluated for suitability with respect to use as
structural fill. Based on the boring results and classification of the soil samples, the fine sands, {ine sands with
silt, and fine sand with clay (8P, 8P-SM, SP-8C), and silty fine sands (SM) as encountered at the boring
tocations, are considered suitable for use as fill soil. We note that SM seils (i.e., soils with more than 12
percent passing the No. 200 sieve) were encountered in two of the borings above the groundwater level. It
should be noted that the M soils will be more difficult to compact due to their natural tendency to retain
moisture and may require drying dependent upon the season of construction. Blending of the 8M soils with SP
soils will reduce the moisture sensitivity and lessen drying efforts. The clayey fine sands (SC) are not
considered suitable for use as fill soil due to their plasticity characteristics and affinity for moisture. If the SC
soils are mixed with fine sand such that the percent fines is less than 12 percent, it will be suitable 1o be used as
a structural Al material. The soils containing surficial organic material {topsoil} and the encountered silty fine
sand with many wood fragments (PT) will require removal and are considered unsuitable for use as structural
fill. The organic soils could be used in landscape berms.

1t should be anticipated the soils in the proposed pond area that are below the groundwater level will have
maoisture contents in excess of the modified Proctor optimum moisture content and will require stockpiling or
spreading to bring the moisture conient within 2 percent of the soil's optimum moisture content corresponding
1o the required degiee of compaction,

Standard Penctration Test {(SPT) Borings

The Standard Penetration Test (SPT) borings were made in general accordance with the latest
revision of ASTM D 1586, “Penetration Test and Split-Barret Sampling of Soils™. The borings were
advanced by rotary (or "wash-n-chop™) drilling techniques. A1 2 210 § foot intervals, a split-barrel
sampler inserted 10 the borehole bottom and driven 18 inches into the seil using & 140 pound bammer
falling on the average 30 inches per hommer blow. The number of hammer blows for the final 12
inches of penetration is termed the “penetration resistance, blow count, or N-value™. This value is an
index to several in-place geotechnical properties of the material tested, such as relative density and
Young's Modulus,

After driving the sampler 18 inches (or less if in hard rock-like material), the sampler was retrieved
from the borchole and representative samples of the material within the split-barrel were
containerized and sealed. After completing the drilling operations, the samples for each boring were
transported to our laboratory where they were examined by our engineer in order to verily the
driller’s field classification, The retrieved samples will be kept in our facility for a period of six (6)

The boring will be advanced to a depth of approximately 30 feet below existing grade
in general accordance with ASTM D 1586. Additionally, six 6 feet deep auger borings will be located
and advanced within the planned parking areas, and four 8 feet deep auger borings will be located
and advanced within the planned pond area. As requested, a total of 4 field permeability tests will
be performed; one test in each of the pond area borings. Once the borings are completed, they will
be backfilled a cementitious grout.

Meskel & Associates Engineering, LLC has completed a geotechnical exploration for the subject
project. Our work was performed in general accordance with our proposal dated August 21, 2017.
The geotechnical exploration was performed to evaluate the general subsurface conditions within
the proposed Fire Station #73 construction area, and to provide recommendations for foundation
support and design, and site preparation. A summary of our findings is presented below for your
convenience; however, we recommend that this report be considered in its entirety.

As further discussed in this report, the boring encountered very loose to dense fine sands (USCS SP),
fine sands with silt and/or clay {USCS SP-SM and SP-SC, respectively), clayey fine sands {USCS SC)
and silty fine sands (USCS SM) to their termination depths of up to 30 feet below the existing ground
surface. Groundwater was encountered in the boring between 4-inches and 3-foot 2-inches below
the existing ground surface, at the time of drilling. Based on the provided construction information
and our field exploration, it is our opinion that the proposed structure can be supported on
conventional shallow foundation systems with conventional site preparation techniques,

1.0 PROJECT INFORMATION
1.1 General

You provided project information via several emails and telephone conversations. We were provided
with a drawing entitled “Geotechnical Exploration” that indicated the requested scope of field
services.

1.2 Project Description

The site for the subject project is located within the northeastern quadrant of the intersection of
Aviation Avenue and Airman Drive, in Jacksonville, Florida. The general site location is shown on
Figure 1.

Based on the provided information and our discussions with you, it is our understanding that the
proposed project includes the construction of a new Fire Station and an Emergency Operations
Center consisting of 11,000 square feet and 12,000 square feet, respectively, in “footprint” plan
dimensions. Although detailed information has not been provided, we have assumed the column,
wall, and floor loads will not exceed 50 kips, 3 kips per linear foot (kif) and 150 pounds per square
foot (psf), respectively. Grading plans were not provided at the time of our evaluation; however, we
have assumed the building and pavement areas will be supported on less than 2 to 3 feet of fill above
the presently existing ground surface.

We also understand that a stormwater detention pond with an approximate area of 8,500 square feet
is planned for the eastern portion of the project site.

If actual project information varies from these conditions, then the recommendations in this report
may need to be re-evaluated. Any changes in these conditions should be provided so the need for re-
evaluation of our recommendations can be assessed prior to final design.

2.0 FIELD EXPLORATION

A field exploration was performed during the period of September 14 through 18, 2017. A copy of
the plan provided to us, which shows the approximate boring locations, is included as the Boring
Location Plan, Figure 2. GPS coordinates for the boring locations were obtained by overlaying the
provided plan in Google Earth. Our field personnel then located each boring location using a Garmin
GPSMAP 78 handheld GPS receiver in the field.

2.1 SPT and Auger Borings

To explore the subsurface conditions within the area of the proposed Fire Station structure, we
located and performed 3 Standard Penetration Test {SPT) borings, drilled to depths of approximately
30 feet below the existing ground surface, in general accordance with the methodology outlined in
ASTM D 1586, Split-spoon soil samples recovered during performance of the borings were visually
described in the field and representative portions of the samples were transported to our laboratory
for further evaluation.

To determine the subsurface conditions within the proposed pavement and pond areas, we located
and performed 8 auger borings, drilled to depths of approximately 6 and 8 feet, respectively, below
the existing ground surface in general accordance with the methodology outlined in ASTM D 1452,
Representative soil samples also were recovered from the auger borings and returned to our

laboratory for further evaluation. A summary of the field procedures is included in Appendix A,

2.2 Field Permeability Test

Four field permeability tests were performed adjacent to the auger boring locations conducted
within the proposed pond. The field permeability tests were performed by installing a solid-walled,
open-bottom PVC casing snugly fit into a 4-inch diameter, 5 to 8-foot deep auger boreholes. The
bottom 1.5 feet of the pipe was filled with silica sand or gravel, and the pipe was then raised one foot
above the bottom of the borehole. The pipe was filled to the top with water. The test was conducted
as a "constant head" test in which the amount of water added to keep the water level at the top of the
pipe was recorded at 3-minute intervals over a 36-minute period.

3.0 LABORATORY TESTING

Representative soil samples obtained during our field exploration were visually classified by a
geotechnical engineer using the Unified Soil Classification System {(USCS) in general accordance with
ASTM D 2488. A Key to the Soil Classification System is included in Appendix A.

Quantitative laboratory testing was performed on selected samples of the soils encountered during
the field exploration to better define the compasition of the soils encountered and to provide data for
correlation to their anticipated strength and compressibility characteristics. The laboratory testing
determined the percent of fines passing a U.S. No. 200 sieve (percent fines), moisture and organic
contents of selected soil samples. The results of the laboratory testing are shown in the Summary of
Laboratory Test Data included in Appendix B. Also, these results are shown on the Generalized Soil
Profiles on Figures 3 through 6, and on the Log of Boring records at the respective depths from which
the tested samples were recovered.

4.0 GENERAL SUBSURFACE CONDITIONS
4.1 General Soil Profile

Graphical presentation of the generalized subsurface conditions is presented on Figures 3 through 6.
Detailed boring records are included in Appendix A. When reviewing these records, it should be
understood that the soil conditions will vary between the boring locations.

4.1.1 Fire Station Structure Area

The SPT borings within the Fire House structure area generally encountered very loose fine
sands (USCS SP) and fine sands with silt (USCS SP-SM) to depths of approximately 2 to 4-feet
below the existing ground surface, followed by medium dense fine sands (USCS SP) and fine
sands with silt and/or clay {USCS SP-SM and SP-SC, respectively) to about 6 feet beneath
existing grade. Below the slightly silty/clayey fine sands, the borings encountered medium
dense silty fine sands (USCS SM) to their termination depths of 30 feet below existing ground
surface. As exceptions, boring B-1 terminated within dense fine sands with silt {USCS SP-
SM) from 29 to 30-feet of depth, and boring B-3 encountered medium dense clayey fine sands
(USCS SC) between approximately 4 and 6 feet of depth.
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412 Pavement Areas

The auger borings within the pavement area generally encountered a surficial topsoil layer
measuring about 6 inches in thickness, underlain by fine sands with silt and/or clay to the
boring termination depth of 6 feet beneath existing grade.

4.1.3 Pond Area

The auger borings within the pond area generally encountered a surficial topsoil layer
measuring about 6 inches in thickness, followed by fine sands with silt (USCS SP-SM) to about
4 to 7-feet of depth, and then followed by silty fine sands (USCS SM) to their termination
depths of 8 feet below the existing ground surface. As an exception, boring P-2 did not
encounter a surficial topsoil layer.

4.2 Groundwater Level

The groundwater level was encountered at each of the boring locations and recorded at the time of
drilling at depths varying from 4-inches to 3-feet 2-inches below the existing ground surface.
However, it should be anticipated that the groundwater levels will fluctuate seasonally and with
changes in climate. As such, we recommend that the water table be verified prior to construction.
Measured groundwater levels are shown the boring profiles and boring logs.

4.3 Review of the USDA Web Soil Survey Map

The results of a review of the USDA Soil Survey Conservation Service (SSCS) Web Soil Survey of Duval
County are shown in the table below. There are two predominant soil map units at the project sight:
Boulogne fine sand and Evergreen-Wesconnett complex. The soil drainage class, hydrological group,
and estimated seasonal high groundwater levels reported in the Soil Survey are as follows:

1} The “Water table” above refers to a saturated zone in the soil which occurs during specified
months, typically the summer wet season. Estimates of the upper limit shown in the Web Soil Survey
are based mainly on observations of the water table at selected sites and on evidence of a saturated
zone, namely grayish colors (redoximorphic features) in the soil. A saturated zone that lasts for less
than a month is not considered a water table,

) The term “complex”, as defined by the USDA, refers to a map unit consisting of two or more soils
or miscellaneous areas in such an intricate pattern or in such small areas that they cannot be shown
separately on the map.

4.4 Seasonal High Groundwater Level

In estimating seasonal high groundwater level, a number of factors are taken into consideration
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including antecedent rainfall, soil redoximorphic features (i.e., soil mottling), stratigraphy (including
presence of hydraulically restrictive layers), vegetative indicators, effects of development, and relief
points such as drainage ditches, low-lying areas, etc.

Based on our interpretation of the current site conditions, including the boring logs and review of
published data, we estimate the seasonal high groundwater levels at the site to be generally 0.5 to 1
feet above the water levels measured at the time of our field work.

It is possible that higher groundwater levels may exceed the estimated seasonal high groundwater
level as a result of significant or prolonged rains. Therefore, we recommend that design drawings
and specifications account for the possibility of groundwater level variations, and construction
planning should be based on the assumption that such variations will occur.

5.0 DESIGN RECOMMENDATIONS
5.1 General

The following evaluation and recommendations are based on the provided project information as
presented in this report, results of the field exploration and laboratory testing performed, and the
construction techniques recommended in Section 6.0 below, If the described project conditions are
incorrect or changed after this report, or subsurface conditions encountered during construction are
different from those reported, MAE should be notified so these recommendations can be re-evaluated
and revised, if necessary. We recommend that MAE review the foundation plans and earthwork
specifications to verify that the recommendations in this report have been properly interpreted and
implemented.

5.2 Foundation Design Recommendations

Based on the results of our exploration, we consider the subsurface conditions at the site adaptable
for support of the proposed Fire Station structure and its associated pavement areas when
constructed on a properly designed shallow foundation system. Provided the site preparation and
earthwork construction recommendations outlined in Section 6.0 of this report are performed, the
following parameters may be used for foundation design.

5.2.1 Bearing Pressure

The maximum allowable net soil bearing pressure for use in shallow foundation design should not
exceed 3,000 psf. Net bearing pressure is defined as the soil bearing pressure at the foundation
bearing level in excess of the natural overburden pressure at that level. The foundations should be
designed based on the maximum load that could be imposed by all loading conditions.

5.2.2 Foundation Size

The minimum widths recommended for any isolated column footings and continuous wall footings
are 24 inches and 18 inches, respectively. Even though the maximum allowable soil bearing pressure
may not be achieved, these width recommendations should control the size of the foundations.

5.2.3 Bearing Depth

The exterior foundations should bear ata depth of at least 18 inches below the exterior final grades,
and the interior foundations should bear at a depth of at least 12 inches below the finish floor
elevation to provide confinement to the bearing level soils. It is recommended that stormwater be
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diverted away from the building exterior to reduce the possibility of erosion beneath the exterior
footings.

5.2.4 Bearing Material

The foundations may bear in either the compacted suitable natural soils or compacted structural fill.

- The bearing level soils, after compaction, should exhibit densities equivalent to 95 percent of the
modified Proctor maximum dry density (ASTM D 1557), to a depth of at least one foot below the
foundation bearing levels.

5.2.5 Settiement Estimates

Post-construction settlements of the structure will be influenced by several interrelated factors, such
as (1) subsurface stratification and strength/compressibility characteristics; (2) footing size, bearing
level, applied loads, and resulting bearing pressures beneath the foundations; and (3) site
preparation and earthwork construction techniques used by the contractor. Our settlement
estimates for the structure are based on the use of site preparation/earthwork construction
techniques as recommended in Section 6.0 of this report. Any deviation from these
recommendations could result in an increase in the estimated post-construction settlements of the
structure,

Due to the sandy nature of the near-surface soils, we expect the majority of settlement to occur in an
elastic manner and fairly rapidly during construction. Using the recommended maximum bearing
pressure, the supplied/assumed maximum structural loads, and the field and laboratory test data
that we have correlated to geotechnical strength and compressibility characteristics of the
subsurface soils, we estimate that total settlements of the structure could be on the order of one inch
or less.

Differential settlements result from differences in applied bearing pressures and variations in the
compressibility characteristics of the subsurface soils. Because of the general uniformity of the
subsurface conditions and the recommended site preparation and earthwork construction
techniques outlined in Section 6.0, we anticipate that differential settlements of the structure should
be within tolerable magnitudes.

5.2.6 Floor Slab

The floor slab can be constructed as a slab-on-ground, provided unsuitable material is removed and
replaced with compacted structural fill as outlined in Section 6.0. It is recommended that the floor
slab bearing soils be covered with an impervious membrane to reduce moisture entry and floor
dampness. A 6-mil thick plastic membrane is commonly used for this purpose. Care should be
exercised not to tear large sections of the membrane during placement of reinforcing steel and
concrete. In addition, we recommend that a minimum separation of 2 feet be maintained between
the finished floor levels and the estimated normal seasonal high groundwater level.

5.3 Pavement Considerations

Based on the results of our exploration, we consider the subsurface conditions at the site favorable
for support of a flexible pavement section, when constructed on properly prepared subgrade soils as
outlined in Section 6.0 of this report. Typical pavement sections used in northeast Florida are shown
on the following table. If requested, we can prepare a project-specific pavement design if specific
traffic data is provided,

5.3.1 Wearing Surface

The wearing surface should consist of Florida Department of Transportation {(FDOT) Type S asphaltic
concrete having a minimum Marshall Stability of 1,500 lbs. Concrete pavement should have a
minimum 28-day strength of 3,000 psi. Specific requirements for Type S asphaltic concrete wearing
surface are outlined in the latest edition of the Florida Department of Transportation, Standard
Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction.

5.3.2 Base and Subgrade

The limerock base course should have a minimum Limerock Bearing Ratio (LBR) of 100 and should
be compacted to 100 percent of the modified Proctor maximum dry density (ASTM D 1557, AASHTO
T-180] value.

The subgrade material should have a minimum LBR of 40 and be compacted to 98 percent of the
modified Proctor maximum dry density (ASTM D 1557, AASHTO T-180) value.

Satisfactory pavement life is dependent on dry/strong pavement support provided by the base and
subgrade courses. Accordingly, a minimum clearance of 2 feet must be maintained between the
estimated seasonal high groundwater table and the bottom of the base layer, or 2.5 feet below the
pavement surface. Depending on final pavement grades, subsurface drains may be required to
maintain dry base and subgrade materials. Once the final paving and drainage plans are prepared,
we would be pleased to review them and the need for underdrains,

5.4 Pond Considerations

5.4.1 Soil Permeability

5.4.2 Borrow Suitability

Based on the boring results and classification of the soil samples, the fine sands, fine sands with silt,
silty fine sands as encountered at the boring locations, are considered suitable for use as fill soil.
However, it should be noted that the USCS SM soils (i.e., soils with more than 12 percent passing the
No. 200 sieve) will be more difficult to compact due to their natural tendency to retain soil moisture
and will require drying. It should be anticipated that if the USCS SM soils are not properly dewatered
prior to excavation, drying of these soils to obtain the proper moisture content for compaction may
take approximately 2 to 3 weeks, if weather permits. Depending on the anticipated time for
completing the site work portion of the project and the drying time required to preclude pumping
and yielding of these soils during placement and compaction operations, these soils may be
considered unsuitable for use as fill material. The surficial organic materials will require removal
and are considered unsuitable for use as structural fill. The organic soils could be used in landscape
berms.

It should be anticipated the soils in the proposed pond area thatare below the groundwater level will
have moisture contents in excess of the modified Proctor optimum moisture content and will require
stockpiling or spreading to bring the moisture content within 2 percent of the soil's optimum
moisture content corresponding to the required degree of compaction.

6.0 SITE PREPARATION AND EARTHWORK RECOMMENDATIONS

Site preparation as outlined in this section should be performed to provide more uniform foundation
bearing conditions, to reduce the potential for post-construction settlements of the planned
structures and to maintain the integrity of a flexible pavement section.

6.1 Clearing and Stripping

Prior to construction, the location of existing underground utility lines within the construction area
should be established. Provisions should then be made to relocate interferi ng utilities to appropriate
locations. It should be noted that, if underground pipes are not properly removed or plugged, they
may serve as conduits for subsurface erosion, which may subsequently lead to excessive settlement
of overlying structures.

The "footprint” of the proposed building plus a minimum additional margin of 5 feet, and of the
hardscape areas (parking/driveway) plus a minimum additional margin of 3 feet, should be stripped
of all surface vegetation, stumps, debris, organic topsoil, or other deleterious materials. Buring
grubbing operations, roots with a diameter greater than 0.5-inch, stumps, or small roots in a
concentrated state, should be grubbed and completely removed.

Based on the results of our field exploration, it should be anticipated that 6 to 12 inches of topsoil
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and soils containing significant amounts of organic materials may be encountered across the site,
The actual depths of unsuitable soils and materials should be determined by Meskel & Associates
Engineering using visual observation and judgment during earthwork operations. Any topsoils
removed from the building and parking/drive areas can be stockpiled and used subsequentlyin areas
to be grassed.

6.2 Temporary Groundwater Control

Because of the need for densification of the soils within the upper 2 feet below the stripped surface,
temporary groundwater control measures may be required if the groundwater level is within 2 feet
below the stripped and grubbed surface at the time of construction. Should groundwater control
measures become necessary, dewatering methods should be determined by the contractor. We
recommend the groundwater control measures, if necessary, remain in place until compaction of the
existing soils is completed. The dewatering method should be maintained until backfiliing has
reached a height of 2 feet above the groundwater level at the time of construction. The site should
be graded to direct surface water runoff from the construction area.

Note that discharge of produced groundwater to surface waters of the state from dewatering
operations or other site activities is regulated and requires a permit from the State of Florida
Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP). This permit is termed a Generic Permit for the
Discharge of Produced Groundwater From Any Non-Contaminated Site Activity. If discharge of
produced groundwater is anticipated, we recommend sampling and testing of the groundwater early
inthe site design phase to prevent project delays during construction. MAE can provide the sampling,
testing, and professional consulting required to evaluate compliance with the regulations.

6.3 Compaction

After completing the clearing and stripping operations and installing the temporary groundwater
control measures (if required), the exposed surface area should be compacted with a vibratory drum
roller having a minimum static, at-drum weight, on the order of 4 to 6 tons. Typically, the material
should exhibit moisture contents within £2 percent of the modified Proctor optimum moisture
content {ASTM D 1557) during the compaction operations. Compaction should continue until
densities of at least 95 percent of the modified Proctor maximum dry density (ASTM D 1557} have
been achieved within the upper 2 feet of the compacted natural soils at the site. Prior to compaction,
proof-rolling of the site with a loaded dump truck is recommended to locate any unforeseen soft areas
or unsuitable surface or near-surface soils.

Should the bearing level soils experience pumping and soil strength loss during the compaction
operations, compaction work should be immediately terminated. The disturbed soils should be
removed and backfilled with dry structural fill soils, which are then compacted, or the excess
moisture content within the disturbed soils should be allowed to dissipate before recompacting.

Care should be exercised to avoid damaging any nearby structures while the compaction operation
is underway. Prior to commencing compaction, occupants of adjacent structures should be notified,
and the existing conditions of the structures should be documented with photographs and survey (if
deemed necessary). Compaction should cease if deemed detrimental to adjacent structures, and
Meskel & Associates Engineering should be contacted immediately. It is recommended that the
vibratory roller remain a minimum of 50 feet from existing structures. Within this zone, use of a
track-mounted bulldozer or a vibratory roller, operating in the static mode, is recommended.
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6.4 Structural Backfill and Fill Soils

Any structural backfiil or fill required for site development should be placed in loose lifts not
exceeding 12 inches in thickness and compacted by the use of the above described vibratory drum
roller. The lift thickness should be reduced to B inches if the roller operates in the static mode or if
track-mounted compaction equipment is used. If hand-held compaction equipment is used, the lift
thickness shouid be further reduced to 6 inches.

Structural fill is defined as a non-plastic, inorganic, granular soil having less than 10 percent material
passing the No. 200 mesh sieve and containing less than 4 percent organic material. The fine sand
and slightly silty or clayey fine sand, without roots, as encountered in the borings, are suitable as fill
materials and, with proper moisture control, should densify using conventional compaction methods.
It should be noted that soils with more than 10 to 12 percent passing the No. 200 sieve will be more
difficult to compact, due to their nature to retain soil moisture, and may require drying. Typically,
the material should exhibit moisture contents within +2 percent of the modified Proctor optimum
maoisture content (ASTM D 1557) during the compaction operations. Compaction should continue
until densities of at least 95 percent of the medified Proctor maximum dry density (ASTM D 1557)
have been achieved within each lift of the compacted structural fill.

6.5 Foundation Areas

After satisfactory placement and compaction of the required structural fill, the foundation areas may
be excavated to the planned bearing levels. The foundation bearing level soils, after compaction,
should exhibit densities equivalent to 95 percent of the modified Proctor maximum dry density
{ASTM D 1557), to a depth of one foot below the bearing level. For confined areas, such as the footing
excavations, any additional compaction operations can probably best be performed by the use of a
lightweight vibratory sled or roller having a total weight on the order of 500 to 2000 pounds.

6.6 Pavement Areas

After completing the clearing/stripping operations in the pavement areas, any underiying clayey
sands and sandy clays that are within 2 feet of the bottom of the pavement base should be over-
excavated from within the pavement areas. Structural backfiil and fill required to achieve the finish
pavement grades then can be placed and compacted as described Section 6.3 above. Asan exception,
densities of at least 9B percent of the modified Proctor maximum dry density (ASTM D1557) shouid
be obtained within the upper one foot of the materials immediately below the proposed base course.

7.0 QUALITY CONTROL TESTING

A representative number of field in-place density tests should be made in the upper 2 feet of
compacted natural soils, in each lift of compacted backfill and fill, and in the upper 12 inches below
the bearing levels in the footing excavations. The density tests are considered necessary to verify
that satisfactory compaction operations have been performed. We recommend density testing be
performed as listed below:

= one location for every 5,000 square feet of building area
= 25 percent of any isolated column footing locations
= one location for every 100 linear feet of continuous wall footings

= one location for every 10,000 square feet of pavement area

This report has been prepared for the exclusive use of The City of Jacksonville (COJ} for spercific
application to the design and construction of the Fire Station #73 project. An electronically signed
and sealed version, and a version of our report that is signed and sealed in blue ink, may be
considered an original of the report. Copies of an original should not be relied on unless specifically
allowed by MAE in writing. Our work for this project was performed in accordance with generally
accepted geotechnical engineering practice. No warranty, express or implied, is made,

Theanalyses and recommendations contained in this report are based on the data obtained from this
project. This testing indicates subsurface conditions only at the specific locations and times, and
only to the depths explored. These results do not reflect subsurface variations that may exist away
from the boring locations and/or at depths below the boring termination depths. Subsurface
conditions and water levels at other locations may differ from conditions occurring at the tested
locations. In addition, it should be understood that the passage of time may result in a change in the
conditions at the tested locations. If variations in subsurface conditions from those described in this
report are observed during construction, the recommendations in this report must be re-evaluated.

The scope of our services did not include any environmental assessment or testing for the presence
or absence of hazardous or toxic materials in the soil, groundwater, or surface water within or
beyond the subject site. Any statements made in this report, and/or notations made on the
generalized soil profiles or boring logs, regarding odors or other potential environmental concerns
are based on observations made during execution of our scope of services and as such are strictly for
the information of our client.

Standard Penetration Test (SPT) Borings

The Standard Penetration Test (SPT) boring(s) were performed in general accordance with
the latest revision of ASTM D 1586, “Standard Test Method for Standard Penetration Test
{(SPT) and Split-Barrel Sampling of Soils.” The borings were advanced by rotary drilling
techniques. A split-barrel sampler was inserted to the borehole bottom and driven 18 to
24 inches into the soil using a 140-pound hammer falling an average of 30 inches per
hammer blow. The number of hammer blows for the final 12 inches of penetration (18"
sample) or for the sum of the middle 12 inches of penetration (24" sample) is termed the
